It was 12 years ago that we first met, 
when Monique M. visited Cambodia 
shortly after the Asian tsunami. We spent 
an amazing week together and became 
“friends forever” as she joined us in    
several projects to assist the needy.      
Always assuring us that “I shall return”, 
the opportunity finally came. We agreed 
this time to partner on reaching out to 
the neglected elderly in the villages     
surrounding our school in Kampong Speu 
province.  
 On June 1st we celebrated with 67 
seniors at our Village Learning Center.  
As it turns out, this coincided with       
International Children’s Day. A number 
of our students asked if they could      
participate in the event, preferring to help 
us serve and honor the oldest, and     
poorest among the community rather 
than join in on other kids’ activities in the 
area. These folks all lost their childhoods 
during the  extreme suffering of the Pol 
Pot/civil war years; so it was fitting to 
laugh, dance and play games of Musical 
Chairs and Simon Says. Like being a child 
again! 
 Monique, and her friends, sponsored 
care packages for each one attending. The 
rice, cooking oil, canned fish and sauces will 
last them for 2 months. We also had a special 
snack of soft cakes & biscuits,. It was a   
beautiful event & a big encouragement to all!

            Each year more of   
Cambodia’s rural children       
enroll in grade 1 and fewer 
students drop-out before 
grade 6. This upward trend 
is encouraging! 
 But in order to gain    
entrance to a university, or 
join the work force in a 
skilled labor capacity, a 
knowledge of English and 
computer is essential.    
Textbooks, free education 
websites, tutorials,        
scholarship opportunities 
and more can be found 
online, but one must know 
English and IT to access 
them.  
 More than 85% of the 
nation’s children live in rural 
areas where there are few   
options for such training. 
But in Siem Reap, our     
education programs are 
thriving! Over 380 primary 
school students are enrolled 
in our daily IT and English 
classes. Many thanks to our 
dedicated teachers and 
sponsors who help us 
provide hundreds of      
children with a chance to 
learn and to succeed!
